(i.e. Document number, Amendment Number, Contract Number, Delivery Order Number, Phase Type, Project Officer, etc.) * Is able to interface with other Internet applications to import/extract data. * Is able to retain financial data for at least 10 years. * Is able to create various financial management reports to assist in the reconciliation of records to the Marine Corps accounting system. * Is able to create various financial management reports to assist in the formulation of budgets and various inquiries concerning monies held by DRPM AAA. * Is able to create various financial management reports to allow the DRPM, Deputy DRPM, and Program Management Team members to make intuitive decisions on financial management execution.
