4 Staffing/Labor

Our technical staff thoroughly analyzed the requirements outlined in the Statement of Work (SOW). Based upon this analysis and our extensive experience on the current contract and with projects of similar size and scope, we derived the appropriate labor mix and levels to perform at the various monthly contact levels provided for in the solicitation. 

The labor rates utilized in this proposal are based on the salaries of employees currently working on Collins Consulting's existing contracts and salary survey data for these types of positions in the Washington, DC area.  Collins Consulting’s goal is to price this proposal in the most realistic, reasonable cost-effective manner while recognizing current labor market conditions that allow Collins Consulting to attract and retain high quality and experienced staff to perform the highest quality of services for the Department of Labor/OSHA.

5 Indirect Rate Application

The indirect rates utilized in this cost proposal were based upon our actual 2004 rates. The indirect rates applied in pricing this solicitation are as follows:

Fringe: 

Fringe expenses are calculated as percent of direct labor.  Collins Consulting maintains a fringe benefit cost pool that contains costs for vacations, holidays, sick time, FICA taxes, workers compensation, tuition reimbursement and unemployment taxes.

Overhead:

Overhead expenses are calculated as percent of direct labor and fringe.  Collins Consulting maintains an intermediate fringe benefit cost pool in which all expenses in the pool are allocated to the appropriate lower tier pool.  Therefore, this overhead rate includes fringe benefit costs such as paid absences, unemployment taxes, FICA taxes, workers compensation and other related costs.

G&A expenses are calculated as percent of the Total Cost Input (TCI). Total Cost Input (TCI) includes all allowable expenses except for G&A expenses and B&P expenses.  Total costs include, but are not limited to, direct labor, overhead, materials, subcontracts and Other Direct Costs (ODCs).

Although the employees will be compensated at a straight-time rate for all hours worked on this project, there will not be any overtime premium charged to the government.
