TMA Charter The TRICARE Management Activity (TMA) was formally established under Department of Defense (DoD) Directive 5136.12 on May 31, 2001. TMA is a field activity of the Undersecretary of Defense for Personnel and Readiness. Since February 1998, TMA leadership has managed the TRICARE health care program for active duty members and their families and others entitled to DoD medical care. This directive is the TMA Charter and solidifies TMA's mission, responsibilities, functions, relationships, authorities and organizational structure. In prior DoD Directive 5136.1 and in the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS), references to the "Office of CHAMPUS" are now understood to be "TMA." As a chartered organization, the TMA will continue to operate under the authority of the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Health Affairs.
