SCOPE OF WORK – Energy Management, Water Conservation and Support Services

SIN 871-200 – Energy Management Program Support: (SIN 871-200 will be phased out in the near future)
Contractors shall provide services associated with the major categories of expert advice, assistance, guidance or counseling in support of agencies’ energy management program support efforts.  This may also include studies, analyses and reports documenting the current situation and proposing remedial actions.  Major categories of energy management program support to include, but not limited to: 

· Energy Planning and Strategies - Develop, execute, and report agency implementation plan activities pursuant to all federal laws and executive orders. (Meeting Policy and Statutory Requirements)

· Energy Choice Analysis - Provide equipment and/or audit software and training to enable evaluation of various energy choices. Topics may include analysis of advantages and disadvantages of choices for reducing energy consumption including cost, financing and payback. 
· Risk Management - Provide equipment and/or software and training on risk management to minimize various levels of price uncertainty for energy purchases. 

· Metering Services - Provide a full range of metering solutions that allows the specified locations to understand load profiles; manage demand; allocate costs to tenants, regions, facilities, etc.; reduce consumption; negotiate with suppliers; and, monitor improvements from energy conservation measures. 
· Billing and Management Oversight - Provide billing services that may include, but are not limited to, verifying and correcting past utility bills, correcting over-billing, analyzing consumption and costs, forecasting energy usage, and reducing administrative costs through payment of a single bill. 


· Preparing agency statements of work - Assist agencies in preparing statements of work for energy management projects. This includes strategic source support, performance management, and benchmarking /performance diagnostics such as Energy Star; organizational design of the statement of work, and compliance with legislative and executive order requirements such as achieving Energy Star criteria, where applicable. 


· Homeland Security - Assist agencies with vulnerability assessments, design strategies, distributed generation planning, and identification/mitigation of threats as related to the overall Energy Management Program.  [Note - For separate assessment requirements NOT a part of Energy Management Program Support, refer to Schedule 84.]
SIN 871-201- Energy Audit Services (SIN 871-200 will be phased out in the near future)
As specified in Task Orders, Contractors shall provide facilitation and related decision support services in support of agencies’ energy audit efforts.  This will include develop, execute, and report on 10-year audit plans and/or perform energy audit services. Energy audits may range from cursory to comprehensive. At a minimum, audits shall include data collection, data analysis, benchmarking with tools such as Energy Star, and written recommendations of suggested upgrades of electrical and mechanical infrastructure, including their impact on energy consumption and pollution. Examples of energy audit services include, but are not limited to:

· Resource Efficiency Management (REM) - Provide information on possible steps that will improve energy efficiency. This information shall include estimates of cost savings and environmental benefits. This includes onsite analysis of current operations, equipment, and energy purchasing patterns. This may include the services of a resource efficiency advocate for individual or aggregated building(s) in order to maximize resource efficiency. 
· Use of Alternative Energy Sources - Describe options for use of alternative energy sources, including converting to use of different sources of energy, alternative off-site storage and management, alternative and stand-by fuel pricing. This information shall include a statement concerning specific environmental benefits and estimates of cost savings. 

· Building Commissioning Services - Comprehensive building commissioning services on new construction, major modernization, and existing energy consuming operations (recommissioning).
SIN 871 202 - Energy Management Planning and Strategies: 

As specified in Task Orders, Contractors shall provide a four-phase Comprehensive Energy Management Solution consisting of all four phases of an energy project and could pertain to a variety of energy projects that include, but are not limited to, renewable energy, sustainable energy, and energy efficient buildings certification programs such as LEED.

· Consulting/Auditing/Energy Management Solutions - This includes the strategic planning, energy 
assessments e.g. feasibility, vulnerability and other detailed assessments, developing and executing of energy audits, audit plans and energy management solutions.

· Concept Development and Requirements Analysis – This includes the analysis of the audit results and outlined requirements to design a detailed energy management project concept.  

· Implementation and Change Management - This includes the implementation and integration of more energy efficient practices and systems and training in using them effectively.

· Measurement and Verification - This includes the performance assessment and measurement of the effectiveness and energy efficiency of the project and can include long term monitoring, verification of savings and benchmarking.

SIN 871 203 - Training on Energy Management:

As specified in Task Orders, Contractors shall provide training on energy management including, but not limited to, reducing energy consumption, mitigating risk with energy systems, operating systems efficiently, making energy efficient system choices, and energy efficient buildings certification programs such as LEED.

SIN 871 204 - Metering Services:  

As specified in Task Orders, Contractors shall provide metering services including, but not limited to, the installation of metering equipment ands software used for the collection of data and measurement of energy consumption through electric, gas, water or steam utilities, the utilization of data to ensure energy conservation goals are being met, and allows for the measurement and tracking of the cost effectiveness of energy technology investments.  This could include basic metering services, advanced metering services, maintenance, installation, removal and disposal of new or existing equipment. Security clearances such as HSPD-12 may be required. 

SIN 871 205 - Energy Program Support Services: 

As specified in Task Orders, Contractors shall provide energy program support services including, but not limited to, billing and management oversight and assistance in preparing energy services related agency statements of work.  Energy efficient buildings certification programs such as LEED may be included.

SIN 871 206 - Building Commissioning Services:

As specified in Task Orders, Contractors shall provide building commission services including, but not limited to, comprehensive building commissioning services on new construction, major modernization projects, and existing energy consuming buildings and facilities designed to ensure the building systems are designed and built to operate as efficiently as possible. This includes re-commissioning and retro-commissioning services.  Energy efficient buildings certification programs such as LEED may be included.

SIN 871 207 - Energy Audit Services: 

As specified in Task Orders, Contractors shall provide energy audit services including, but not limited to, developing, executing, and reporting on audit plans and/or perform energy and water audit services. Energy audits may range from cursory to comprehensive. Including, but not limited to data collection, data analysis, benchmarking with tools such as Energy Star, and written recommendations of suggested upgrades of electrical and mechanical infrastructure, including their impact on energy consumption and pollution can include recommendations for using alternative Energy Sources.  Energy efficient buildings certification programs such as LEED may be included.

SIN 871 208 – Resource Efficiency Management (REM): 

As specified in Task Orders, Contractors shall provide resource efficiency management (REM) including, but not limited to, providing information on possible steps that will improve energy efficiency. This information shall include estimates of cost savings and environmental benefits. This includes onsite analysis of current operations, equipment, and energy purchasing patterns. This may include the services of a resource efficiency advocate for individual or aggregated building(s) in order to maximize resource efficiency.  Energy efficient buildings certification programs such as LEED may be included.

SIN 871 209 - Innovations in Energy: 

Contractors shall provide innovative approaches to renewable and/or sustainable energy, sustainability services, and energy management technology and services.  These might include, but are not limited to, new developments or improvements in providing renewable energy and managing energy through biomass conversion, solar energy, fuel cells, geothermal energy, hydropower (tidal power, wave power, tidal stream power, waterwheels, and hydro electricity), wind power or other sources.  

These approaches should be capable of providing renewable and/or sustainable energy and sustainability services that are more “carbon-neutral”, thereby lessening dependence on traditional non-renewable, “fossil fuel” sources of energy such as coal, oil, natural gas and propane.  This could include sustainability and carbon management solutions such as analysis, foot printing, measuring, mitigation, verification and management, training on new energy technologies and systems, life-cycle costing, and maintenance and operational support of renewable energy systems; and the implementation, testing and evaluation of networked energy management systems and services that utilize Internet Protocol - Next Generation (IPv6) enabled systems that are configured  using  open standards architecture that can include Power over Ethernet (POE) implementation, wireless configurations, data security using IPSEC or 128 DES Encryption standards, high reliability, NIST compliant, and demonstrated energy efficiencies or cost savings, and are capable of integrating with existing information systems data infrastructure and backbone.  

SIN 871 210 – Water Conservation:  

Contractors shall provide water conservation services and consulting related to the reduction of water usage, recycling of water for multiple purposes, retention of water, improvement of water quality and water flow.  These services can include, but are not limited to, facility water audits, water balance, and water system analysis.

SIN 871-299- Introduction to New Services:

· A new or improved product/service is a product/service, offered anytime, that has the potential to provide more economical or efficient means for Federal agencies to accomplish their mission.  It may be a product/service existing in the commercial market, which is being developed, improved, or not yet introduced to the Federal Government.  It also may perform a new task or procedure not currently available under any GSA contract.

· The vendor must be capable of demonstrating that the product/service has the potential to provide greater economical or efficient means for Federal agencies to accomplish their mission; perform a new task or procedure not currently available under any GSA contract.

· As determined by the Government, there are no similar items currently available under an existing Special Item Number (SIN).

· Vendors must understand that there is no guarantee that the product offered will be recognized and accepted as a new product/service. 

· Technical review of items may be considered.  The Government has sole discretion to determine whether an item shall be accepted as a new product/service.

SIN 800-1000 - Other Direct Costs:

Quarterly Sales Reports:  A sales/activity report must be provided to the GSA Management Services Center on a quarterly basis.  The format will be provided at the time of contract award.

An adequate and auditable labor hour recording and invoicing system will be required for all awardees accepting labor hour task orders.  Awardees must possess such a system at the time of award.  This accounting system will be subject to review and examination by the Government as appropriate.

Offerors attention is directed to FAR 9.5 Organizational and Consultant Conflict of Interest and Clause C-FSS-370 CONTRACTOR TASKS/SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS.  The Contracting Officer has determined that potential conflicts of interest may occur during performance of the resultant contract. DEFINITIONS: (See also clause 52.202-1)

Agency:  Any department, agency, or independent establishment in the executive branch of the Federal Government; any establishment in the legislative or judicial branches of the Federal Government; or any wholly/mixed ownership Government corporation, as defined in the Government Corporation Control Act; the government of the District of Columbia.  SEE ALSO CLAUSE 552.216-72.

Building Systems:  The architectural, mechanical, electrical, and control systems along with their respective subsystems, equipment, and components.

Building Commissioning:  In the broadest sense, a process for achieving, verifying, and documenting that the performance of a building and its various systems meets design intent and the owner’s and occupants’ operational needs.  The process ideally extends through all phases of a project, from concept to occupancy and operation.  Building Commissioning and Recommissioning shall make use of the Building Commissioning Guide sponsored by the U.S. General Services Administration and the U.S. Department of Energy.  

Building Commissioning Services: Offerors shall propose services and /or products to support agencies in the implementation and continuation of energy Management services improvement efforts.  Examples include, but are not limited to:  energy planning and strategies, energy choice analysis, risk management, metering services, billing and management oversight, preparing agency statements of work; energy audits, resource efficiency management, use of alternative energy services, building commissioning services. EMS is designed to provide agencies with expert advice in all areas of energy management improvement and support. When tasking under EMS, agencies shall not use this vehicle for the acquisition of supplies other than those integral to the task and incidental to its central role of energy management improvement and support.  This schedule is not authorized to support the procurement of construction services, including Energy Savings Performance Contracting (ESPC).  
Commercial Item:  Any item that is of a type customarily used for non-governmental purposes and that has been sold, leased or licensed to the general public (FAR 2.101).


Energy Conservation Measures (ECMs):  ECMs are measures that are applied to an existing Federally owned building or facility that improve energy efficiency, are life-cycle cost-effective, and that involve energy conservation, cogeneration facilities, renewable energy sources, improvements in operations and maintenance efficiencies, or retrofit activities.  The effectiveness of ECMs will be measured by a reduction in net energy usage or by cost reduction.  Effectiveness will be demonstrated and verified.  Verification standards for energy projects are established in the International Performance Measurement and Verification Protocol (IPMVP) published by the Department of Energy’s Federal Energy Management Program (FEMP).



Energy Savings Calculations:  Savings calculations are established in the International Performance Measurement and Verification Protocol (IPMVP).   

Energy Conservation Incentive Period: The energy savings performance period is the period (typically in years) from the date an ECM is operational and accepted by the Government to the end of the contract term.  The energy savings performance period may also be referred to herein as the “service period” or the “energy savings period.”


Federal Supply Schedule (FSS):  The Federal Supply Schedule is a streamlined contracting vehicle that GSA makes available for all agencies.  It consists of a roster of contractors that are approved by GSA on the basis of technical and price proposals submitted in response to a formal solicitation.

Installation Period:  The installation period is from the date of award to the date all contracted energy conservation measures (ECMs) are operational and accepted by the Government.  For post-award ECMs proposed and accepted by the Government, the installation period shall be from date of contract modification, incorporating additional ECMs, to the date all additional ECMs are operational and accepted by the Government.  [Installation period may also be referred to herein as the “construction period.”]

Occupied Periods:  Occupied periods are the normal working hours during which facilities are used.  Normal working hours will be specified in individual task orders. 
 

Ordering Agency:  Any Agency that issues a Task Order for services under this contract.

Recommissioning:  The periodic retesting of building systems using the original functional performance tests to ensure the equipment continues to operate as designed.

Renewable Energy:  Energy derived from resources that are renewable.  For the purpose of this solicitation, this means solar, wind, geothermal, and biomass power.


Sales:  Sales order, contract, shipment, invoice, actual recorded sales or other records, so long as the method of reporting used is consistent, provides an accurate indication of sales activity, and is verifiable.


Service Point:  For this solicitation and any resulting contract, the Service Point is defined as the meter(s) indicated for each account described in the agency Statement of Work and resulting Task Order.

Subcontractor:  Any supplier, distributor, vendor, or firm that furnishes supplies or services to or for a prime contractor or another subcontractor.

Support Products:  Those products used in support of services offered through this schedule.  They could include workbooks, training manuals, slides, videotapes, CD-ROMs, overhead transparencies, etc.

Utility:  Public agencies and privately owned companies that market, generate, and/or distribute energy or water, including electricity, natural gas, manufactured gas, steam, hot water, and chilled water as commodities for public use and that provide the service under Federal, State, or local regulated authority to all authorized customers.  Utilities include:  Federally owned non-profit producers; municipal organizations; and investor or privately owned producers regulated by a State and/or the Federal Government; cooperatives owned by members and providing services mostly to their members; and other nonprofit State and local government agencies serving in this capacity.



Utility Distribution Company (UDC):  Also called Local Distribution Company (LDC) and Local Distribution Utility (LDU).

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR PRICING ALL SERVICES ON AN HOURLY BASIS
(1) Costs incurred for transportation and per diem (lodging, meals and incidental expenses) will be billed in accordance with the regulatory implementation of Public Law 99-234, FAR 31.205-46 Travel Costs, and the contractor’s cost accounting system.  These costs are directly reimbursable by the ordering agency.

(A) The contractor shall notify the ordering agency, in writing, of the requirement for reimbursement of transportation and per diem expenses, prior to acceptance of the order.  This notification shall include a “not to exceed” estimate of these proposed costs.  Any applicable indirect costs associated with the transportation and per diem expenses will be charged at a rate negotiated prior to the using agency’s delivery order.  Contractors shall be reimbursed only for incurred costs at or below the “not to exceed”.

(B) Costs for transportation, lodging, meals and incidental expenses incurred by contractor personnel on official company business are allowable subject to the limitations contained in FAR 31.205-46, Travel Costs.

(C) Reimbursements for costs that are not specified in this solicitation, or in any contract or task order resulting from this solicitation, are not allowed.  It is GSA policy not to allow a charge of profit or fee on reimbursable items.  No reimbursement will be made for a contractor’s local travel (such as mileage to and from a local site).

NO REIMBURSEMENT IS AUTHORIZED EXCEPT AS SPECIFIED IN AN ORDERING AGENCY’S TASK ORDER.
(2) The preferred type of Task order issued against the contract is Firm Fixed-Price.  However, Labor-Hour Task orders or fixed-price incentive arrangements may be issued where circumstances dictate, as determined by the ordering agency Contracting Officer, provided a determination is made in accordance with FAR 16.601(b) and 16.601(c).


SIN 541-099 - Introduction of New Services: 

Introduction of Products/Services directly related to items accepted under this department.

· A new or improved product/service is a product/service, offered anytime, that has the potential to 

provide more economical or efficient means for Federal agencies to accomplish their mission.  It may be a product/service existing in the commercial market, which is being developed, improved, or not yet introduced to the Federal Government.  It also may perform a new task or procedure not currently available under any GSA contract.

· The vendor must be capable of demonstrating that the product/service has the potential to provide greater economical or efficient means for Federal agencies to accomplish their mission; perform a new task or procedure not currently available under any GSA contract.

· As determined by the Government, there are no similar items currently available under an existing Special Item Number (SIN).

· Vendors must understand that there is no guarantee that the product offered will be recognized and accepted as a new product/service. 

· Technical review of items may be considered.  The Government has sole discretion to determine whether an item shall be accepted as a new product/service.

SIN 003-97 – Ancillary Repair and Alterations:

Repair and Alterations IS ancillary to existing SINs under this Schedule.  

Ancillary Repair and Alterations projects are those (1) solely associated with the repair, alteration, delivery or installation of products or services also purchased under this Schedule, and which are (2) routine and non-complex in nature, such as routine painting or carpeting, simple hanging of drywall, basic electrical or plumbing work, landscaping, and similar noncomplex services.  

SIN 003-97 EXCLUDES:

· Major or new construction of buildings, roads, parking lots and other facilities. 

· Complex R&A of entire facilities or significant portions of facilities. 

· Architect-Engineering Services subject to Public Law 92-582 (Brooks Act).

The work performed under this SIN shall be associated with existing SINs that are part of this Schedule.  Ancillary Repair and Alterations shall not be the primary purpose of the work ordered but be an integral part of the total solution offered.  Ancillary repair and alteration services may only be ordered in conjunction with or in support of products or services purchased under this Federal Supply Schedule contract.

This SIN includes all regulatory guidance outlined in accordance with FAR 36, including the Davis Bacon Act and the Miller Act.

Special Instructions:  No award will be made under 003-97 Ancillary Repair and Alteration unless an offeror is awarded (or receives award concurrently) for another SIN under this Schedule.  The Repair and Alteration work must be ancillary (incidental) to the primary services or products offered under the Schedule.

For Federally-owned space managed by GSA’s Public Building Service (PBS), approval of the PBS Building Manager must be received by the ordering activity and contractor before any repair and alteration work may be ordered.  A copy of the approval must be retained by both the ordering activity contracting officer and the contractor.

Owned or leased space outside the PBS inventory may also include approval requirements.  A copy of the approval must be retained by both the ordering activity contracting officer and the MAS contractor performing the R&A services.

This R&A SIN shall not be used for PBS leased space.  

Any Agency contracting officer ordering services under this SIN for Ancillary Repair and Alterations is responsible for complying with his or her agency’s internal policies when procuring R&A services.  This may include a specific warrant delegation for procuring “construction” services when the estimated amount of this portion of the task order exceeds $2,000 (Ref. FAR 22.4).

Special Notice to Ordering Agencies:  GSA or other landlords may require reperformance of any nonconforming work at agency expense.  If applicable, agencies may seek appropriate recourse from the contractor responsible for the nonconforming work.







Additional clauses may be required at task order level.
